Maple Lodge, Wanaka is a purpose built luxury bed & breakfast accommodation where you will enjoy 
the most comfortable beds, gorgeous ensuite bathrooms and elegant rooms with stunning views 
toward the surrounding mountain ranges.  
 
This secluded lodge is set in its own private grounds about five minutes' drive out of the Wanaka town 
centre. It boasts stunning views across Maple trees to the Southern Alps and Mt Aspiring National 
Park. Each guest suite is designed for maximum comfort, with luxurious bedding, Italian tiles, 
underfloor heating and walk-in showers.  
 
All suites have their own private patio or balcony with most having garden and mountain views in the 
distance. The lounge and dining room are wonderful for relaxing over your homemade breakfast or 
afternoon tea (served daily). A hot tub in the garden is the perfect place for stargazing with a glass of 
local wine.  
 
Maple Lodge is owned by the Brock family. Originally farmers from south of Wanaka but with a lifelong 
attachment to the beautiful region, you'll enjoy being hosted by Kiwis during your stay at Maple 
Lodge.  
 
There are bikes available for guests to use and exploring the local cycle trails from the lodge is a 
fabulous way to see the area. If you'd prefer, the trails are equally enjoyable on foot. In the evening, 
Wanaka is a short drive for dinner, or enjoy the long summer nights, cooking on the BBQ at Maple 
Lodge.  
 
The extensive gardens are a peaceful place where you can listen to birdsong, admire the countryside 
or stargaze in the clear night sky and take a relaxing soak in the hot tub (spa).  
 
Modern comforts such as air-conditioning, wi-fi access, flat screen TVs to which you can connect all 
devices, will ensure guests comfort and ensure guests are connected to home during their New 
Zealand vacation.  
 
In winter, sitting beside the warming log fire with a glass of wine is the perfect place to relax and plan 
for the next day or for the evening ahead. In summer, enjoy the evening sunshine on the courtyard 
patio. 
 
At Maple Lodge, they have blended the best sustainable practices of insulation, double gazing, heating 
etc from with Kiwi features such as the striking local schist stonework. The result is a beautiful, modern 
building that transforms into a comfortable, welcoming boutique accommodation lodge that sits 
seamlessly within the natural landscape.

Maple Lodge is located just 4 minutes’ drive to the edge of Lake Wanaka just off State Highway 6 in a 
quiet rural haven.  Walking tracks, bike tracks, Puzzling World, lake trips, fishing, museums, shops, 
restaurants, lavender farm, golf, vineyards, kayaking, flightseeing, skydiving, horse riding, snow sports 
are all nearby.  

Maple Lodge is situated adjacent to the Upper Clutha Walking Track offering a range of walks of 
varying lengths suitable for all levels of fitness. Mt. Iron is the most popular walk in the area. Wanaka 
town offers a great selection of restaurants, shops, lake trips, walks, biking. Puzzling World is close-by 
and a visit to Wanaka Airport to the Transport and Toy Museum and Warbirds and Wheels are a must 
do.
